DESCRIPTION OF SCHOOL

Benjamin Franklin High School was founded in 1957 as a city-wide, public, coeducational, college preparatory day school for students of
superior intellectual potential. Franklin is open to students of all races and creeds. In January 2006, the school re-opened after Hurricane
Katrina as a charter school. A rigorous academic program is supplemented by extensive athletic, artistic, and extracurricular activities.
The school’s current enrollment is 733 students in ninth through twelfth grades. Our students come from all ethnic and socio-economic
backgrounds and include a 55% minority population. There are 161 students (102 female, 59 male) in the twelfth grade. Of the senior
class, 99% plan to attend four-year colleges after graduation, on average, 25% of our graduates have been National Merit and/or National
Achievement semifinalists and/or National Hispanic Scholars.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS/RETENTION
Admissions criteria include a matrix of standardized test scores and grade point average. Students are required to maintain an unweighted
GPA of 2.0 in core academic subjects in order to return to Franklin each year.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS FOR CLASS OF 2012
Students must complete a minimum of 24 academic units, including 4 in English, 3 in foreign language, 4 in mathematics, 4 in science, 4
in social science, 2 in electives, 1 in the visual or performing arts, 1.5 in physical education, and .5 in health.
